Partner with churches and community organizations to be responsible for the installation, operation 
and maintenance of these systems.  Partnership lies at the heart of our mission.

Assist in development of health and hygiene education that stimulates the demand for and the
understanding of the benefits of purified water.  As our partner Maria Medina, RN at Puentes de 
Cristo says, “Clean water is medicine!”

The knowledge and experience gained from a decade of work in the field is now being shared with Presbyterians
and our Ecumenical Partners in mission in an exciting, highly effective way.

Clean Water U, Living Waters for the World’s permanent training facility, began operation in spring 2004. Church
mission groups who participate in the four-day programs are fully equipped to bring pure water to their mission
partners in need. This has resulted in a significant increase in the number of systems installed each year.
